Bertch Cabinet Manufacturing has been creating high quality cabinets and cabinet accessories for over 20 years. Distributed nationally, Bertch Cabinet Manufacturing focuses on creating high-end products with a definite style that can only come from Bertch.
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Central Yoshida Corporation's head office is located in Jimokuji, Japan with several plants located throughout Japan. Central Yoshida's main products are cold heading quality wire / Cold heading parts, bolts, and slug.
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CockerillSambre produces steel products, operates a network of steel service centers, and manufactures building products such as sandwich panels. The steel division makes metallic and organic coatings, uncoated sheets, and steels for light packaging. Cockerill Sambre has a network of service centers throughout Europe that markets steel beams, coils, pipes, and sheets, as well as aluminum and plastic products. The company's construction division makes products for commercial and industrial buildings. French steelmaker Usinor owns 75% of the company, and Belgium-based Societe Wallonne pour la Siderurgie owns 25%. 
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DRS Technologies makes electronic systems that keep an eye on military movements by processing, displaying, and storing complex information. The company's primary products include surveillance and radar systems, as well as electronics equipment such as weapons targeting systems, flight recorders, communications systems, and video recorders for defense and aerospace applications. Not surprisingly, US government agencies (primarily the Department of Defense) account for 80% of sales.
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Electrolux is the world's leading appliance manufacturer with over 100,000 employees and an annual turnover of USD 14 billion. The Group consists of more than 500 companies in over 60 countries. Customers in 100 countries buy more than 55 million Electrolux products each year. Electrolux Professional Appliances produces products for commercial use. Electrolux have over 100 years of experience in industrial laundry services. Similarly, Electrolux has manufactured food service systems and cleaning equipment since the 1920s.

Ferromatrix N.V. is a foundry for high quality nodular and laminar iron and alloys resisting to mechanical and thermal shocks; including euipment for surface hardening.
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Filtronic makes wireless network infrastructure components (about 60% of sales), including cellular base station transceivers and receivers, amplifiers, filters, and isolators. The company also makes filters and antennas for cellular handsets (about 20% of sales). Other products include components for military radar and communications equipment, broadband communications filters and transcievers, and gallium arsenide semiconductors. Customers include Nokia and C-COR.net. About 40% of sales come from the US. Filtronic is boosting its microwave expertise to fuel sales.
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Flextronics (previously JIT Holdings) is the 17th largest worldwide electronics manufacturing service ("EMS") provider with manufacturing operations in Singapore, Malaysia, China, Hungary and Indonesia. JIT has approximately 4,500 employees, more than one million square feet of manufacturing capacity and reported approximately US$562 million in sales for its fiscal year ended March 31, 2000. Singapore, August 10, 2000 - Flextronics International Ltd. today jointly announced the signing of a definitive agreement for a stock-for-stock merger. Flextronics is a leading global provider of electronics manufacturing and design services. "We were impressed with the flexibility and ease of use of the system. We are confident that with the highly flexible and open architecture design, it would enable us to have a cost-effective system to be developed and later enhanced to meet our dynamic business objectives. Most importantly, Xfactory is unique in the sense that it gives us the freedom to define processes and business rules according to the way we run our business, not the other way round." 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Fundia Nedstaal in Holland is one of Europe's leading manufacturers of long steel products. The company was founded 1992 but its history concerning different mills dates back to the 15th century. Fundia has 3, 000 employees and the production is based mainly in the Nordic countries but also in other european countries. The Group has an invoiced sale around 6 billion SEK where more than 50 per cent is sold outside the Nordic countries.
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General Electric produces aircraft engines, locomotives and other transporation equipment, appliances (kitchen and laundry equipment), lighting, electric distribution and control equipment, generators and turbines, nuclear reactors, medical imaging equipment, and plastics. Its financial arm, which includes commercial finance, consumer finance, equipment management, and insurance businesses, accounts for nearly half of the company's sales, making GE one of the largest financial services companies in the U.S. Other operations include the NBC television network.
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Glanbia supplies cheese to all of the major supermarkets in the UK. The cheese is delivered to the factory in 25 Kilo blocks, cut into pre-determined sizes, wrapped, labeled (differently for each client), bulk packed, and shipped. Glanbia needed to have a quality/traceability system throughout the whole plant in order to check genealogy in the event of an end user complaint. Fifteen manufacturing lines are live using Xfactory, with interfaces to SAP.
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Gorenje d.d. is the largest Slovene manufacturer with 6,600 employees. At the same time it is the biggest Slovene net exporter. Gorenje produces two million domestic appliances each year, of which 93% are exported. Their products are traded in almost 60 countries in all continents, which means that they control 80% of the domestic market, and more than 3% of the European market.
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Gruppo Marcegaglia is market leader in Europe and among the world's top companies in the transformation of steel, which is also produced inside the group. Through its facilities, spread all over Italy, Austria, Belgium, France, Germany, Great Britain, Holland, Spain, Switzerland, USA, Brasil and equipped with advanced technologies, more than 3,5 million tons of steel are processed every year.

It uses highly automated equipment to produce medium size color TV tubes and color display tubes. Products are mainly for markets in Japan, Southeast Asia, Oceania, Europe and Africa.
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Tower Automotive sells to automobile manufacturers such as Ford (38% of sales), DaimlerChrysler (29%), General Motors (10%), Honda, Mazda, Toyota, Isuzu, and Nissan. The company owns 40% of Metalsa one of Mexico's largest suppliers of auto frames and structures, and all of Brazil's Metalurgica Caterina, a supplier of structural assemblies and stampings.

Mettler Toledo International is a leader in the precision scale industry. Three-fifths of its sales come from computer scales, analytical balances, and other weighing instruments. The company also makes thermal and moisture measuring equipment, metal detection systems, pH meters, drug discovery-based calorimeters, and other scientific devices for boosting yields and meeting industry regulations. Mettler-Toledo targets the educational, pharmaceutical, retail, cosmetics, and precious metals markets, among others. Acquisitions have given the company a top spot in most of its niches, as well as growing global heft; more than half of Mettler-Toledo's sales come from outside Europe.

Mizunami Seiko Co. Ltd. is the supplier of Mitsubishi Heavy Industries Nagoya factory. MHI Nagoya is a manufacturer of aircraft units for Boeing and Airbus. Mizunami has three departments: aircraft, car parts, and apparel machines.
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Neuman Aluminum is one of the leading suppliers for all Aluminum processing and forming processes worldwide. Neuman has nine locations in Europe, the USA, Canada and Asia and employees nearly 1100.
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Omron makes automation components and systems that use fuzzy logic, open platform, sensing, and life science technologies. The company's industrial division, its largest, focuses on electronic controls. The offerings of its electronics components division include switches, laser radars, counterfeit detectors, and sensors.
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ProezaGrede Foundry is a joint venture between Proeza Group and Grede Foundries. Grede Foundries includes eleven foundries in the United States, one in the UK, and this new one in Mexico. This is the second Groeza Group site in which Xfactory is being implemented. The other Proeza site, Metalsa, a manufacturer of truck chassis and engine cradle components, installed Xfactory in early 2001.
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Pure Wafer takes reject wafers from semiconductor manufacturers, reprocesses and polishes them to reclaim the very expensive base material from which they're made. This involves complete track and trace since the material belongs to different owners and they essentially do not want their wafers to end up with a competitor. One person implemented the whole plant in 6 months after just our training. The development included the machine interfaces. Their clients are most of the "big" names in semiconductor manufacture.
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SCHOTT Lithotec USA Corporation (Previously DuPont Photomasks, Inc.) is one of the world's leading suppliers of photomasks, which are high-purity glass or quartz plates etched with complex circuit patterns; semiconductor makers use them to transfer chip designs onto silicon wafers. SCHOTT supplies major chipmakers including Texas Instruments, AMD, Hewlett-Packard, IBM, Philips, and Samsung. SCHOTT Corporation is the North American headquarters and holding company for the SCHOTT Group (Germany). With 16 divisions and subsidiaries in the United States, Canada, and Mexico, SCHOTT Corporation employs approximately 3,200 people for the manufacture and distribution of special glass and glass-related systems.
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Semi Conductor Devices (SCD) designs, develops and manufactures a full spectrum of infrared detectors and laser diodes. SCD offers a complete range of off-the-shelf and custom-designed detectors in various configurations. SCD's products are typically applied in IR seekers, thermal imagers, smart munitions, night navigation systems, laser rangefinders and laser designators.
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Part of Japan's Fuyo group, Showa Denko makes petrochemicals (ethylene, propylene), aluminum products (ingots, rods) electronic equipment (hard disks for computers), and inorganic materials (ceramics, carbons). Most sales are in Japan but the company has overseas operations and a joint venture with Netherlands-based Montell and Nippon Petrochemicals to make and market polypropylenes.
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TOHO Beads is a Japanese company that manufactures and sells glass beads, domestic handcrafts, dress ornaments, bag ornaments and glass bead related handcraft kits. They also manufacture and sell special SHIPPOU stained glass for construction and hancraft use. Their products are sold in America, Europe and Asia.
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Chemical giant Union Carbide, a subsidiary of Dow Chemical, derives about 70% of sales from specialty and intermediary chemicals. Union Carbide's specialty and intermediates segment makes a variety of products, including polyolefins (wire insulation); surfactants (cleaners); polymer catalysts; cellulose-, glucose-, and lanolin-based products (personal care items); latex (paint and adhesives); solvents; specialty coatings; and acrolein and derivatives. The basic chemicals and polymers segment is a world leader in ethylene oxide production (used in making polyester fibers), as well as ethylene glycol production (for making antifreeze).
